PROCEDURAL


	What is its Purpose?
· To give instructions
· To teach people to do new things


	What are its Features?
· Has a goal

· Present tense 
· List of materials/equipment 

· Sequential order (may use numbers (1., 2., 3.) or sequential/chronological words - first, next, then, after)
· detailed, precise FACTUAL information

· PRESENT TENSE (e.g. First cut the bread)
· Written as commands (verbs first in a sentence)

· Sounds like you are an authority/expert

· May have diagrams, photographs
· May have a section for results / final comment



	Examples:
· recipes                                - instructions for a craft
· game instructions              - pamphlets/posters
· instructions for assembling something    

	Writing Type:
EXPLANATION


	What is its Purpose?
· To explain something (e.g. how it works)


	What are its Features?
· Has an ‘identifying sentence’ that tells what it is about 

· Is in sequence (first, next, then, after etc.)

· Is not telling you how to do something – instead is explaining how someone else does it

· Non-fiction (real)

· Formal language – concise, technological

· Sounds like you are an authority/expert

· Usually in PRESENT TENSE (e.g. First the wood is stripped)



	Examples:
· Magazine/newspaper article
· Online article
· Article in a book   
· Answers to questions  


	Writing Type:
PERSUASIVE 


	What is its Purpose?
· To convince someone or persuade them


	What are its Features?
· Strong Opening Statement to HOOK the reader – clearly answers question 

· PROOF– Facts, not opinions
· Detail – evidence to back up proof
· Strong words – “truly”, “certainly”, “absolutely”, amazing adjectives, vivid verbs

· Strong Punctuation - !!!!

· Rhetorical question – don’t require an answer

· Present Tense - “Summer vacation is a long break…”

· Writing evokes emotion – passionate, has VOICE 
· May use exaggeration
· Strong Ending – restates opinion, call to action

· Letters
· Newspaper or magazine articles
· Editorials                              - Advertisements    


	Writing Type:
INFORMATIONAL


	What is its Purpose?
· To educate – to teach new things


	What are its Features?
· Table of Contents

· Information organized by sub-topics (using headings and subheadings)

· Descriptive, factual, formal language

· Supporting Visuals (labelled diagrams, photos with captions)

· Interesting Facts in text boxes

· Bolded Text - to draw attention to words and show words in glossary

· Glossary

· Index

· Possibly list of sources



	Examples:
· Pamphlets
· Non-fiction books
· Online reports
· Magazine articles    


	Writing Type:
NARRATIVE


	What is its Purpose?
· To teach history through stories

· To entertain

· To educate

· To pass on a moral/message



	What are its Features?
· Characters 

· Setting (time and place)

· PLOT - Beginning (Problem), Middle, End (Solution)

· Theme/Main Idea/Message

· Descriptive language (WOW words) to help reader visualize



	Examples:
· Short Story                 - Novel              - Comic Strip             
· Historical Fiction       - Poetry             - Graphic Novel
· Fairytale/Fable         - Animal Fiction
· Horror/Thriller             - Science Fiction 
· Fantasy                      - Mystery    


	Writing Type:
POETRY


	What is its Purpose?
· To entertain

· To pass on a message/moral.

· To tell a story


	What are its Features?
· Poems have meaning – they can describe something, tell a story or explain feelings
· Poems have sound – they use rhyme, alliteration, onomatopoeia, metaphor, simile, repetition etc.

· Poems use descriptive language to paint a picture in the reader’s mind (show me don’t tell me)

· Poems have lines – which may or may not be in full sentences

· Poems have patterns – syllables per line, use of different words etc.



	Examples:
· Haiku                                      - Ballad or song
· Sonnet
· Free verse
